MARSH COURT HEALTH CENTRE OPENING

On June 29th the first patients are expected in Marsh Court Health Centre,
which is the new home of Ryeland surgery.

The £7 million building is to be called Marsh Court Health Centre (the historical
name of the area) and Ryeland Surgery, is the main occupant of the building.
There will, hopefully, be a pharmacy in there too.

The move will be followed on July 4th by an official opening by Professor Sir Sam
Everington, President of the Royal College of General Practitioners, on July 4th.

Neighbouring steel working firm FH Dale will continue to own the land, with the
practice leasing the building. The building has been designed and managed
by Bristol-based specialist practice Osmond Tricks, and built by Matrix of
Shrewsbury.

Meanwhile, according to Dr Crispin Fisher, the surgery is seeking ‘part-
retrospective’ planning permission for a free-standing medical research ‘cabin’
alongside the main building, which it hopes to unveil at the same time.

This will match the appearance of the main centre, Dr Fisher said, adding:

“It's very unusual for a GP surgery to have its own research hub, and we were
fortunate to get a considerable government grant for it.”

The Parish Council has been successful in listing the Stockton Cross Inn

as an Asset of Community Value. Under the Localism Act 2011, community
organisations can nominate land and buildings as an Asset of Community
Value where they provide evidence in a nomination that they present or have
recently presented use that furthers the social wellbeing and interest of that
community. The listing of the Stockton Cross Inn with Herefordshire Council
means that for a five-year period, if the asset is listed for sale, the community
can enact a Community Right to Bid which, gives them a moratorium period of
six months to determine if they can raise the finance to purchase the asset.
